Report of Business 

(Achievement of objectives established for this meeting; Progress toward achievement of ALCTS Strategic Plan objectives. (See http://www.ala.org/alcts/you/plandoc/strategicplan.html.); Recommendations for Board action; Summary of Actions, Decisions, Discussion (be concise and highlight major actions).):

The discussion group addressed whether last copy repositories on the horizon.  A panel of representatives with various perspectives and experiences led the discussion on the challenging issue of repositories.  These perspectives included cultural heritage storage issues, an electronic resources repository, a paper repository and a virtual repository.  Co-operative collection development for the last copy and procurement was also addressed as well as the importance of documenting last copy materials in the 583 MARC record. (Please see attached announcement and agenda at the end of the report).

GOAL 1.  STANDARDS. 
DEVELOP, EVALUATE, REVISE, AND PROMOTE STANDARDS FOR CREATING, COLLECTING, ORGANIZING, DELIVERING, AND PRESERVING INFORMATION RESOURCES IN ALL FORMS.

This discussion group not only articulated some of the challenges in creating repositories, but also the documentation involved and utilizing the 583 MARC record field.  

GOAL 2.  BEST PRACTICES. 
RESEARCH, DEVELOP, EVALUATE, AND IMPLEMENT BEST PRACTICES FOR CREATING, COLLECTING, ORGANIZING, DELIVERING, AND PRESERVING INFORMATION RESOURCES IN ALL FORMS.

The discussion group invited experts in the field introducing services, policies, and procedures that may serve as the best practices in the future.  For example, Dave Spoolstra discussed the management of the Five College Library Depository, which is a cooperatively owned storage facility.  In addition, Victoria Reich discussed the LOCKSS project and explained how it worked for the library and archival communities as well as publishers and other entities.

GOAL 3.  EDUCATION. 
ASSESS THE NEED FOR, SPONSOR, DEVELOP, ADMINISTER, AND PROMOTE EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMS AND RESOURCES FOR LIFE-LONG LEARNING.

The discussion group achieved this goal by bringing together a panel of experts to discuss various research projects that may have great impact on the future preservation of library and archival materials.  

GOAL 4.  PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT. 
PROVIDE OPPORTUNITIES FOR PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT THROUGH RESEARCH, SCHOLARSHIP, PUBLICATION, AND PROFESSIONAL SERVICE. 

The discussion group invited Kristen Overbeck-Laise, Director of the Heritage Health Index, Heritage Preservation to discuss the survey that was recently administered on the preservation of cultural heritage and storage issue.  She provided raw data and described how the data will be used when it is further analyzed.  

GOAL 5.  INTERACTION AND INFORMATION EXCHANGE. 
CREATE OPPORTUNITIES TO INTERACT AND EXCHANGE INFORMATION WITH OTHERS IN THE LIBRARY AND INFORMATION COMMUNITIES. 

The panel introduced the topic of last copy repositories and the challenges of their implementation.  The audience consisted of professionals from major research libraries (i.e. Harvard, Yale, Cornell, Northeastern, New York University, etc), public libraries, and vendors (i.e. Auto-Graphics, Inc., ProQuest, etc) indicating the importance of this issue.
