Report of Business

The meeting consisted of a presentation on Preservation and Digital Actions: Terminology for MARC 21 Field 583 by Debra McKern and Carol Unger, both of the Library of Congress.  The document was prepared as a joint project of RLG, ARL, and the Library of Congress with considerable input and review from members of the PARS Intellectual Access Committee.  The use of the standard terminology in MARC 21 records will enable the preservation community share information about treatment activities.  The presentation focused on explaining the document and the use of the terms.  Future meetings of the Interest Group will provide a forum for discussion on methods of searching and retrieval of the data and use of the data in local systems.
