Report of Business

The committee heard reports from the two discussion groups. In addition, we discussed the upcoming renewal of the library binding standard (Z38.78) and ALA’s draft strategic plan. We approached Jeanne Drewes to inquire about re-issuing the Guide to Library Binding in anticipation of the upcoming binding preconference at Annual. She will be presenting this proposal to Charles Wilt and we are hopeful that this can be accomplished. It was also noted that the guide is fast becoming outdated and may require a new edition in the future. The committee will discuss this further during Annual in Chicago.
The committee is working on a project to create a bibliography to be mounted on the Conservation Online website. The subject is conservation lab design and is intended to share information with preservation and conservation professionals throughout the world.
